Red Cross accepting applications for AmeriCorps positions in 10 OH counties
August 5, 2010 – The American Red Cross of Greater Columbus is accepting applications for up to 23 full-time and part-time positions for the next AmeriCorps service year beginning in September 2010. Positions are available in 10 OH counties including Cuyahoga, Fairfield, Fayette, Franklin, Hamilton, Licking, Madison, Pickaway, Ross and Stark Counties. 

Applicants must be at least 18-years-old, a US citizen or legal resident, have a high school diploma and a valid driver’s license, and be available to complete a 10 to 12 month assignment. Compensation includes a stipend up to $11,800 for full-time service and $6,247 for part-time assignments and an Education Award of $5,350 for full-time service and $2,675 for a part-time assignment to pay for college, graduate school, or to pay back qualified federal student loans. Additional benefits may include health care coverage through an AmeriCorps provider and child care assistance. Additionally, the Corporation for National and Community Service will pay any interest accrued on qualified student loans during term of service.

At the American Red Cross, AmeriCorps members develop and teach community disaster education, first aid and CPR; recruit and train volunteers, and build awareness about the programs and services offered by the Red Cross. Applications for the 2010 AmeriCorps service year must be received no later than August 20, 2010.
