After winning the Heisman Trophy in 1995 as a running back for The Ohio State University, Eddie George was drafted in the first round by the Tennessee Titans and named NFL rookie of the year for 1996. He was the Titans’ starting running back until 2003, leading the AFC Champions Titans to Super Bowl XXXIV in 2000 and holds a host of NFL records.

Instead of resting on his records, Eddie took on the challenge of his lifetime—during the past decade he has quietly built businesses aimed at helping improve the quality of life for all Americans.  He recently received his MBA from the Kellogg School of Management at Northwestern University in Chicago.
