MAY 23, 2011 – Weinland Park residents will continue to receive free transportation to medical appointments as Chase renewed its $51,000.00 grant to the local American Red Cross chapter for its community transportation program. 

With Chase’s funding, the Red Cross of Greater Columbus will continue a year-old program to offer Weinland Park residents reliable, safe round-trip transportation to medical appointments, alleviating a leading barrier to obtaining health care.

The neighborhood is bounded by Chittenden Avenue on the north, the Conrail railroad on the east, East Fifth Avenue on the south, and North High Street on the west.  Almost 5,000 residents live in just over 2,000 households. 

Residents may call the American Red Cross at (614) 253-6705 between 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Monday through Friday to schedule a ride for a dental, prenatal, pediatrician or family doctor visit.  Residents must schedule the rides at least 48 hours in advance. 
 
“Our Community Transportation Program serves many people in Columbus, including many Weinland Park residents who are single mothers or without transportation,” said Michael Carroll, chief executive officer of the American Red Cross of Greater Columbus. “Our drivers have seen first-hand how this program is making it easier for these residents to get consistent medical care. We are pleased that Chase is able to continue funding this worthwhile program.”
The Red Cross service is for routine medical appointments only and should not be used for emergency medical needs. If residents experience a medical emergency, they should call 9-1-1.
