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Meet the Christensen family: Mom, 
Dad and their four children. Jacqui 
never expected that her family would 
one day rely on the American Red 
Cross for food, clothing and a safe 
place to sleep overnight. Like the 
Christensen’s, 60% of people in the 
Midwest do not think they will ever 
be impacted directly by a disaster 
and 40% admit to not having an 
emergency plan. 

Th anks to the dedication and 
leadership of outgoing Board Chair, 
Michael Schoedinger, the ARC of 
Greater Columbus has continued 
to change the mindset of Central 
Ohioans by educating them on how 
to get prepared. In the last year, 
nearly 120,000 people have taken 
a fi rst aid or CPR class, attended 
a presentation or received disaster 
information through our Safe 
Homes Safe Families program. 

Our staff  and volunteers reached 
3,202 more people with fi rst aid, 
CPR and aquatics training and 
18,204 more (33% increase) with 
disaster education. We are proud 
of this accomplishment, but more 
importantly, we are pleased that 
so many more local citizens are 
better prepared to respond in 
an emergency. 

Th e Christensen Family’s story is 
only one of many we hear. Lance 
Corporal Nathan Ryerson said, “I 
was very impressed with the speed 
at which the Red Cross and the 
Marine Corp worked to get me 
home. Our beautiful son Th omas 
was born on August 17th, and he 
and my wife are doing just great.” 
When Columbus resident, Teresa, 
needed transportation to her cancer 
treatments, she said, “When I had 
absolutely no one, the American Red 
Cross was there for me.”

Th ese are testaments to the way Red 
Cross volunteers respond to the 
needs of our community. It is your 
generous support that empowers 
these everyday people and, in turn, 
builds a web of goodwill within our 
community. Th anks to your support 
we are building a community of 
kindred neighbors – connected by 
gratitude and compassion.
