Services will continue while search for replacement takes place

Coshocton, Monday, April 18, 2011 — Jen Fannin, executive director of the Ohio Hills chapter of the American Red Cross will step down from her post effective Saturday, April 23, 2011. Rod Cook, executive director of the Licking County Red Cross has been appointed by Regional CEO Michael Carroll to serve as Interim Executive Director for the Ohio Hills chapter until the position is filled permanently. Cook will be available “24/7” to support the board, staff, and volunteers serving in Coshocton, Guernsey and Noble counties. 

Ms. Fannin has lead the Ohio Hills Chapter, serving the counties of Coshocton, Guernsey & Noble, for the past two and half years. During her brief but productive term as the executive, she was successful in unifying a two unit operation into a single chapter operation which included the consolidation of two boards of directors and multiple committees. One of Fannin's greatest accomplishments was to manage a balanced budget in order to increase the chapter's financial reserves. 

“I will always have a love for the Red Cross and its incredible mission,” explained Fannin. “I have enjoyed working with the incredible staff, board of directors and volunteers while in this position and I will help provide a smooth transition moving forward."

Fannin has accepted the manager of cancer registry services at Southeastern Medical Center.
“I wish to thank Jen for her service to the Red Cross and to the citizens of Coshocton, Guernsey and Noble counties,” expressed Carroll. “People who know Jen know that she cares deeply about the people in these three counties and has done all in her power to help them face disasters and other emergencies during her tenure.” He continued, “I have had the privilege of working with the Ohio Hills chapter board chair Bob Miller over the past few years and have enormous respect for him, the other board members, and staff at the Ohio Hills chapter.  When an Executive Director vacancy occurs, the regional HQ has a responsibility to ensure, in partnership with the local Board of Directors, that Red Cross services continue to be delivered to the citizens counting on us. We will do whatever it takes to ensure that people in Coshocton, Guernsey & Noble counties continue to receive the support they are counting on from the American Red Cross.”
